What is the tour price and what does it include?

Tour price is $2,799 if flying from Dallas and $2,899 from Atlanta. Tour price includes
airfare, nine nights at the 5-star Sheraton Waikiki, Pearl Harbor Tour, and Circle Island
Tour. See the Experience Hawaii tour packet for more details. (Meals and meeting
registration fees not included).

Are the Baptist World Congress and Women’s Department Meetings included in the
tour price of $2,799 from Dallas and $2,899 from Atlanta?
No, if you wish to participate in either or both meetings you will need to register and pay
separately for each conference.

How does the price change if we fly from somewhere other than Atlanta or Dallas?
The price changes from other cities. It could be higher or lower (or the same) depending
on the airport of departure. For those from other cities, we will book you individually and

try to intersect with the larger group along the way.

What forms go where? What checks are made to whom?
Nothing is sent directly to the WMU or WMU Foundation
e White form is the TOUR form, check made payable to Dehoney Travel, mail to
Dehoney.
e Blue form is for the Women’s Department meeting, check made payable to
Women'’s Department, mail to Women’s Department. OR register online.
e Baptist World Congress is a white and blue form. It should be sent to BWA and the
check made payable to BWA. OR register online.
We recommend participants sign up for the two meetings ONLINE via the two
organizations’ Web sites. (See back page for Web sites and addresses.)

Can we use Frequent Flyer miles to reduce the price?

Yes. We can provide land-only rates for those able to use FF mileage. Transfers with the
group may/may not be possible depending on their alternative schedules. (Contact
Dehoney Travel for details.)

Can we still go on the tour if we can’t attend any of the extras (Pearl Harbor, etc.)?
Can we get a discount on the price?

Yes, you can still go on the tour, but unfortunately we cannot provide discounts if you are
unable to participate in the Pearl Harbor or Circle Island tours, or if you cannot use our
provided transfers.

If we gather lots of people to go, do we get a discount?
Sorry, no. We have already negotiated a rate with the travel agency.



Is transportation provided once we get there? Do we need to plan to rent a car? If
so, who do | contact? Is it better to take taxis?

We will provide tour buses for the planned sightseeing tours. The Women’s Department
Meeting will be in our hotel. BWA will have a shuttle to get to the World Congress. For any
other personal sightseeing, we recommend taxis or the local trolley service.

Is the hotel within walking distance from the BWA activities?
Yes, but it is a long walk; approximately 2 miles.

Is there a deadline on when to sign up?

We strongly encourage you to sign up by APRIL 15 in order to ensure a spot on the tour.
Though the tour price does not change, please keep in mind that the World Congress
meeting and Women’s Department meeting prices change after March 31.

What airline(s) are we traveling?
Primarily Delta and American airlines.

Do we need money for tips or is that included in the price?

$50 per person will be collected by Dehoney Travel at the time of final payment. This will
cover all gratuities for local guides, tour escort, and bus drivers, and will be handled by the
tour hosts from WMU and the WMU Foundation.

If we have children under a certain age, can they travel for free?

Only children under age 2 fly free in their parent’s lap. At age 2 and above on US
domestic flights, they are full-fare passengers. Hotel discounts should be applicable if the
child is under 18 and sharing with their parents in a triple or quad. If a child is the second
guest in the room, there will not likely be any discount for the child.

Is the travel protection plan included in the total?
No. Insurance options and details will be sent to you upon enroliment.

Are there missions opportunities available through the tour? Who do | contact?
Yes, there are opportunities through Hawaii WMU. Free time has been built into the tour
to accommodate those who would like to spend time volunteering. Please contact Deanna
