Praying for WorldCrafts Artisans
• �Day 1: Pray artisans would know the hope that comes from 

the Father.
• �Day 2: Pray artisans and their families would have provision of 

physical needs.
• �Day 3: Pray artisans would grow in their relationship with the 

Father.
• �Day 4: Pray artisan groups would have the ability to employ 

more people.
• �Day 5: Pray artisans would have wisdom as they develop their 

skills.
• �Day 6: Pray artisans would see the Father at work in every 

detail of their lives.

Praying for PWPL Recipients
• �Day 7: Pray those receiving water filters through PWPL would 

remain healthy as they serve.
• �Day 8: Pray those serving overseas would see opportunities 

where clean water resources are needed.
• �Day 9: Pray local believers who oversee water projects would 

have wisdom regarding the details of the project.
• �Day 10: Pray those drilling wells would have success in 

reaching a water source so they can complete the project.

• �Day 11: Pray communities receiving clean water resources 
would know the Living Water, Jesus Christ.

• �Day 12: Pray churches who receive water systems would have 
opportunities to share about the Father.

Praying for CWJC Participants
• �Day 13: Pray participants would see the hope that comes 

from the Father and grow in their relationship with Him.
• �Day 14: Pray the families of participants would be impacted 

through the CWJC ministry.
• �Day 15: Pray participants who are studying for their high 

school equivalency diploma would see growth and progress 
as they study.

• �Day 16: Pray participants who are looking for jobs would be 
encouraged and provided with jobs that fit their unique skills 
and abilities.

• �Day 17: Pray participants would see God’s provision for their 
physical needs.

• �Day 18: Pray participants would be connected with local 
churches that would encourage and walk alongside them.

wisdom in day-to-day decisions.
• �Day 20: Pray compassion ministries leaders would be encouraged 

as they serve in the United States and around the world.

• �Day 22: Pray compassion ministries leaders would have 

opportunity to share clearly about the Father.
• �Day 23: Pray compassion ministry leaders would grow in their 

relationship with the Father.
• �Day 24: Pray new leaders and volunteers would serve with 

WMU Compassion Ministries partners globally.
• �Day 25: Pray God would show you how you should be 

involved with WMU Compassion Ministries.
